INSTALLING DEALER—It is your responsibility to install the warning decal and to forward these installation in-
structions on too the vehicle owner for review and to be kept in the vehicle for its service life.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Locate the new kicker bars. Install the poly bushings and 9/16” X 2 1/2” sleeves.

Install the kicker bar brackets on the rear of the Rough Country cross member using the supplied 1/2” x 1" 1/2.
Install the kicker bar in the bracket using the supplied 9/16” x 3 1/2" hardware and using a 13/16” wrench.

Swing the kicker bars up to the rear transmission support as shown in Photo 1 . Due to different options on the
vehicle, there are tow sets of holes in the kicker bar mounting plate. Only one set of holes with be used. Install using
the bracket as a guide, mark and drill with a 11/32” drill bit. See Photo 2. Secure with supplied 3/8” self tapping
bolts. Do not over tighten the bolts.
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KIT COMPONENTS

POST INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
1. All kit components must be retightened at 500 miles and then every three thousand miles after installation. Periodi-
cally check hardware for tightness.
2. Install “Warning to Driver” decal on sun visor.
